In accozdance with Section 223 of the Trade Act of 1974 (19
USC 2273), as amended, the Department of Labor herein presents the
results oflits investigation regarding certification of eligibility
to apply for worker adjustment asgigtance.

In order to make an affirmative determination and issue =
certification of eligibility te apply for Trade Adjustment
Assistance, the group eligibility requirements in either paragraph
{a) (2) (A) or (a){2) (B) of Section 222 of the Trade Act must be met.
It is determined in {his case that the requirements of (a) (2) (R) of
Section 222 have been met.

The investigation was initiated on March 3, 2005, in response
to a pefition filed by a company official on behalf of workers of
Agrium U.§5., Tne¢., Kenai Nitzogen Operations, Kenai, Blaska, The
workers produced anhydrous ammonia and urea.

Subject plant phoduction and employment of both anhydrous
ammonia and urea decreased during the relevant period.

A significant percentage of anhydrous ammonia was used in the

production of urea in the relevant period.
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The invectigation revealed that the company increased their
imports of urea during the relevant period.

The investigation also revealed that aggregate U.S. impofts of-
urea, whether or not in aquecus solutien, increased in 2004
comparedlto 2003.

In accordance with Section 246 the Trade Act of 1974 (26 USC
2813), as amended, the Department of Labor herein presents the
results of its investigatioun regarding certification of
eligibility to apply for altexrnative trade adjustment assistance
(ATAR) for older workers,

In order for the Departwent to issue a certification of
eligibility to apply for ATAA, the group eligibility requirements
of Section 246 of the Trade Act must be mat. The Department has
determined in this case Lhat the requirements of Section 246 have

been met.

A aignificant number of workers at the firm are age 50 or
over and possess skills that are not easily transferable.
Competitive conditions within the industry are adverse.
Conclusion

After careful review' of the facts obtained 1in the
investigation, I determine that increases of imports of articles
likxe or directly competitive with products produced at Agrium U.S.,
